ADEME participates in China’s take-off in Sustainable

Developments

ADEME is developing multiple cooperative relationships with Chinese partners to promote
environmental protection, manage energy use and ensure promotion of French
environmental technologies on this rapidly-expanding market.

Aware of the environmental issues at stake, the Chinese government has invested nearly
60 billion euros in environmental protection activities since 1998. As a signatory to the
Kyoto Protocol, China's 11th five-year plan reaffirms sustainable development as a
strategic priority focus, with 140 billion euros in investment projected for the new 2006-2011
five-year period. As part of that effort, ADEME is currently piloting an ambitious energy use
reduction program in the construction sector. The project is financed by the FFEM, the
French Global Environment Fund, and supported by the Ministry of Ecology and
Sustainable Development. The first phase of work (1999-2004) confirmed the feasibility of
the objectives established for the building sector in the 11th five-year plan. The energy
required to heat 11,000 model lodgings in cold regions has dropped by 50%, while building
additional investment costs have increased by only 5-7.5%. Seen differently, the project
has avoided the emission of 44,000 metric tonnes of CO2 annually. The second phase,
launched in late 2004, was funded with 2.7 million euros, which represent 10% of the
overcosts inducted by HQE priorities in FFEM financing. In Heilongjiang, approximately
twenty energy-efficient houses have been built as part of the project. They are a model for
other operations initiated across the country (approximately 1,000 units) and are also being
used as the basis for a self-help home builders' guide that will disseminate energy-saving
practices widely. In Harbin and Heihe, the programme is involved in rehabilitating existing
buildings, totaling nearly 350 residences, with the goal of improving energy efficiency by 50-
65%. A study now underway will propose financing mechanisms to encourage similar
rehabilitation activities. In Beijing, the goal is to improve the environmental quality of
construction projects that will be launched soon. They involve residential and service sector
buildings, representing more than 240,000 square meters in floor space. Residential energy
consumption is expected to fall by 75% and service sector consumption by 65%. In
Shanghai, work has been completed on an initial group of buildings, currently in delivery,
totalling 83,000 square meters of floor space. A 65% improvement in heating and air
conditioning energy efficiency is projected and will be achieved through a variety of
measures. A second group of buildings, totalling nearly 60,000 square meters in floor
space, is scheduled to be launched in 2007, with energy efficiency to be improved by 70%.
